Pastor’s Report: 	Father thanked everyone for calling or emailing in regards to their attendance at this meeting.  Always call with a yes or no by 12:00pm the day of meeting.
Father indicated that Capital improvements are just about done.
Energy efficient windows have been installed at church and Father Ted Hall.   Minor adjustments are necessary  Moving along nicely with all improvements.

Currently meeting budget goals . November & December  are critical months in regards to the budget.
Tom Thayer asked if there was any necessary clean up from the storms.  Father said the janitors did the clean up around the church.
Finance Report:  	Paul Pace presented the finance report and provided handouts.    
Finance handouts explained how the money changed.
Oct 31,2010 – Oct 31 2011 a year in a review.   reduction $144,544.  Looks like we lost 8% but once you look at the capital improvements, we are in a  good position right now.  Not a lot of exposure with international funds.  No  more than 10% is allocated to international funds, 36% in large cap, 8% in mid cap, 36% in fix income and 10% in small cap.  All in all, finances look pretty well. 
Paul indicated that it was a wise move to spend money on capital improvements with a long term value instead of not making any money in the stock market.
Paul explained that the Investment Committee gets together to review and reallocate assets.  6 members with varying backgrounds determine if the asset alignments are similar to their personal finances.  They are diverse, do not invest in individual stocks, only mutual funds.
Father indicated that within this process, they also meet with Bank of America 3x a year to discuss allocations.  The Finance Committee is always closely monitoring investments.
We have an investment line policy
What is the commission from Bank of America?  Paul A asked.  Father said it is a PAC with a 1 -2 percent commission.  PACs avoids risky or inappropriate investments.  Investment Committee gets monthly statements to review.
