GOSPEL REFLECTION 

The magi were overjoyed at seeing the star, and on entering the house they saw the child with Mary his mother (Matthew 2:1-12).

Question for Reflection

The familiar story of the Visit of the Magi reminds us of the many ways God is present and revealed to us.  For the magi it was a star, not unusual since the belief at that time was that the birth of a ruler was accompanied by the appearance of a star. Their reward was finding Mary, Jesus and Joseph. The willingness of the magi to follow a star, so fragile a sign, captures our interest.  Yet often we also are presented with an indication of God’s presence, action, care or plan for us. How attentive am I to the signs of God’s call coming through people, circumstances, events?  Do I risk responding to that grace, knowing I am called to be a sign of God’s action in our world?
