(Mark 1:21-28).

Question for Reflection

Mark’s Gospel story this week follows immediately upon last week’s. Jesus had already begun to appear with His newly chosen apostles. Both the presence of the group and the tone of the words reveal the seriousness of His message. Jesus spoke as one having authority, a true prophet. The people were overjoyed at His words and His demeanor, and His fame spread widely. How easy it was to hear the word with joy, since the challenge of a response was not yet clear. We too can find joy and inspiration in the words of Jesus, but what makes us truly His followers? Do we look at the attitudes, behaviors that define us in our work and family life?  What might Jesus recognize in our efforts?  

Sister Dorothy Stang, SND:  On February 12, 2005 Sister Dorothy Stang, SND gave her life for the poor farmers and land holders in the Amazon region of Brazil, where they still struggle to live in freedom on their own land and for the protection of the Amazon region. Dr. Peter Coombs, Mark Sullivan and Fr. Tom Sieval will be traveling to Haiti in February where they will work with the Haitian Health Foundation to provide ongoing and much needed health services.  The need is great and we can make a difference!  

Children in Haiti die every day for the lack of Tylenol to bring their fevers under control.  There is a great need for medicine to stop the diarrhea and to reduce fevers in children and adults.  Some children would literally have a chance of living if they had but one Tylenol, Advil, Aleve or anti Diarrhea medicine such as Imodium.

Dr. Peter Coombs, a parishioner of Sacred Heart, and a local dentist, made his first trip to Haiti in 2008 after hearing Fr. Tom Sievel speak in our parish.  He was overwhelmed by the needs of the Haitian people.  Not only is he returning to Haiti in February with a group of medical and other professionals to meet dental needs, but he is working with many who are trying to stem the spread of disease.
